___Service Officer: The Service Officer works with the staff and his/her committee to plan and run service opportunities for the CSA.  In the past, these have included the 30-hour Famine, dinner at the Ronald McDonald House, clothes drives, and food drives. 
___Community/Social Events Officer: The Community Officer works with other officers to enhance their events (e.g. provides the food for the general meeting), as well as plans activities which bring students together for food and fun. 
___Faith Development and Worship Officer: The FD&W Officer helps to plan a fall and spring retreat, prayer opportunities like Catholic Prayer 101, and educational events for students geared towards our Catholic faith.
