Basic Expectations:


Weekly Mass attendance.


Follows the guidance of the mentor and follows through with commitments.





Scholarship Allocation:


The Scholarship winner will be announced by May 10th.


$500 will be allocated at the start of the school year and $500 more will be given at the beginning of the second semester.











Purpose Statement:


The purpose of the John M. Jerek Scholarship is to train students to become lay ministers who can assist our parish and the parishes they will eventually join.  After graduation, young adults often ask their new parish what services and programs it has for them.  The goal of this scholarship is to provide training and leadership experience which will enable our students to not only ask how they can be of service in their new community, but be able to skillfully meet its needs.





Ministry Scholarship Responsibilities:


1.	Service hours required: approximately 2 hours/week.


2.	A mentor will be assigned who will help guide your service experience. 


You will meet with your mentor regularly throughout the semester.


Your mentor will help you to write a purpose statement (less than a page) for your service.


Both mentor and applicant will sign a letter of agreement which includes your application, the purpose statement and your responsibilities as determined by your mentor.


4.	Submit a written summary and evaluation of the complete ministry experience. 


5.	Meet with the selection committee to evaluate your project near the end of the Spring Semester (late April) sharing your difficulties and your successes.


6.	If asked to do so, present your work at a spring Alumni Association event.








Examples of Service Ideas:





Organizing a monthly breakfast or dinner.


Maintaining and enhancing the website.


Planning and implementing a “student registration drive.”


Creating a program to publicize our ministry on campus, e.g. posters, chalking, handing out fliers.


Learning how to plan for and lead a scripture study or discussion group.


Learning how to arrange music for Mass and how to lead the choir.


Working with our “art and environment coordinator” to help decorate the chapel.


Organizing a food drive or volunteer program.


Planning and leading a prayer group on campus.


Working with our high school ministry.
